Online Tutoring with the Center for Learning and Student Success Syracuse University
Arranging online tutoring with Center for Learning and Student Success tutors is no different from your typical appointment: go to MyTutor in order to book time with a tutor. Afterwards, be sure to contact the tutor/student via email in order to discuss your needs for the appointment: subject matter, whether you have a Mac or PC, etc. 
Below you will find some tips about setting up the appointment and some suggestions about software that may be helpful during your tutoring session. 
We recommend using either Skype or Google Hangout to conduct your online tutoring appointment. Both calling platforms have a number of plugins and apps that are helpful for online tutoring – especially for math and science courses. 
G-Recorder Basic: Is a great free recording option for your tutoring appointments. G-Recorder can easily export Skype calls to your Gmail account for easy transfer, notation, or filing. 
Callnote: Allows you to record Skype conversations and automatically forward them to Evernote 
iDroo: This is a free whiteboard app that you should consider using in any tutoring session, but particularly for math and science appointments. iDroo is a well-reviewed app that, when used with “share screen” enabled, will allow the tutor and student to collaborate on a shared whiteboard file. 
Google+: Hangouts will take care of most of your online tutoring needs via Hangouts or even GChat. We also recommend sharing a Google Doc as an editing medium for research papers, study guides, etc. 
Simple Whiteboard: This is a fantastic if basic app that works with Google+. Easy sharing and exporting make this a solid option for math and science tutoring. For a more advanced whiteboard app, try RealtimeBoard.
